What makes a great idea? 

The Mayors Challenge is looking for the 50 leading urban innovations that were 

imagined or launched in the wake of the COVID-19 pandemic. These ideas can be 

in any stage of implementation, but must have the potential for meaningful impact 

and the ability to spread to other cities.

How many applications can each city submit? 

Each city can submit only one application, representing a single breakthrough idea.
